Pre Match Instructions for Match Officials
· Goal nets – Start of each half.
· Administration – Who is recording what? Introduce a system you are comfortable with.

· Technical Areas – How do you want them managed?

· Substitutions – Who will take the substitution? Referee or assistant?
· Signalling:
1. Discuss “wait and see”

2. Foul play in close proximity to assistant referee

3. Use of discreet hand signals 

4. Inside or outside the penalty area offences

· Positioning of assistant referee at free kicks around the penalty area.
· Foul throw – Who deals with the hands? Who deals with the feet?
· Dealing with Mass Confrontation – Who gets involved and at what areas of the field? Referee only, referee and one assistant referee or both assistant referees. 4th Official, where applicable, should remain within the technical area.
· Dealing with matters outwith the vision of the referee.
· How to inform the referee if the assistant referee feels a clear error of judgement has been committed eg; a penalty has been awarded which was clearly not or should have been awarded.
· Half-time and full-time de-brief.

· Positioning of the match officials leaving the field of play at halftime and fulltime.
